B IN D IN G  T H E  RE E D  

Tenor Saxophone Reeds come in 
different strengths. We use a No 4 which 
gives a crisp clear note, so for example a 
No 2 or No 2.5 will give a softer more 
tremulous note.  
  
Create a loop with string B then wind 
string A over it as in picture. 

Tightly wind string A over loop C & 
around the reed. 
You can bind the reed closer to the 
mouthpiece, which will cause the reed to 
vibrate less & hence will make the note 
softer. If you tie the reed lower down the 
saxophone, this will make the vibrating 
length longer & allow the reed to vibrate 
more freely causing a louder more 
saxophone sound. 

Put String A through loop C & then pull 
upwards on string B to pull loop C under 
the binding. To undo your reed, pull 
downwards on string A & simply rev erse 
process.
